e Please be considerate and respectful to those around you on neighbouring courts and refrain
from shouting and using inappropriate language

e Players will, at all times, wait to be called onto another court which is in use

e Children under the age of 13 will require adult supervision

e On leaving the court be mindful of others playing tennis and take all personal belongings,

including any rubbish and tennis balls with you — leaving the court clean and safe for others
